
Philip Hansel1 was born in Gorleston near Great Yarmouth in 1962. After attending Great Yarmouth Art College, 
he went on to study for a degree in Fine Art at Newport in South Wales. He has exhibited widely since then, 
although these days he concentrates more on music. He began to compose in 1974, several brass and chamber 
pieces receiving performances during 1980 and 198 1. After more than a decade as a ffeelance artist, Philip 
decided to focus on composing. A work for string quartet -The Dancing Lesson - was premikred at the Bath 
Festival in 1994 and a saxophone quartet entitled Going, going was short-listed in 2003 by the Society for the 
Promotion of New Music. Philip has now moverd from Southampton to the Fens in East Anglia and is continuing 
to compose for a variety of ensembles, many of them represented in the Phyllsocopus catalogue. 

Five for Three is a suite of five dances composed in the year 2000. Originally conceived for three clarinets, 
the relationship between the parts suggested that it might work as a suite for two oboes and cor anglais. The 
composer made the adaptation, with significant changes only where the third clarinet ventured into its higher 
register, a range not as comfortable for the cor anglais. The dances are short and include rhythmically 
energetic movements and a slower tune in canon. The music is accessible to players of Grade 5 standard.
