Mark Goddard (1960—), went to school in Oxford 

before going on to study at the Royal Academy of Music 

where he received nine awards including the coveted 

“Eric Coates Prize”, the “Leverhulme Scholarship for 

Composers” and the “Capital Radio Prize”.  He married 

bassoonist Pat Goddard, and taught the piano in Oxford 

for ten years — in the meantime writing/arranging music and conducting 

orchestras and choirs.  In 1989, Mark and Pat founded Spartan Press which 

became a limited company in 1990 and re-located to the Scottish Highlands 

in 1999 along with a burgeoning Goddard family and numerous dogs!

This arrangement was made for use by the R.A.F. massed bands tour of the 

U.K. in October 1991 and subsequently broadcast on BBC Radio 2 in January 

1992.  The solo bassoon part is almost the same as the version for bassoon 

and piano (SP143), with the piano part freely arranged for military band.
